The Austrian Society of Surgical Oncology (ACO-ASSO) is honored to
announce its 23rd Annual Meeting, which is organized together with the 
11th International Thoracic Surgery Congress.

Round-table discussants will talk about the
topical issue of minimum procedure volumes and the planning of thoracic surgical and oncological
units.

This congress emphasizes the necessity of interdisciplinary co-operation of all specialties involved in
NSCLC – radiology, pathology, pneumology, oncology, thoracic surgery, radiotherapy and nuclear
medicine. It is supported by 32 national and international societies and institutions. Over 
150 abstracts from 17 nations cover a wide range of oncological issues; 40 trade exhibitors will inform 
surgeons, oncologists and pneumologists about new technologies and products. We value your 
experience and are looking forward to your contributions. Of course, you should also enjoy the 
beautiful scenery of the Salzkammergut.
